The Historic Downtown Trolley/Walking Tour and Lunch at Mrs. Wilkes

This leisurely tour covers a lot of ground as you explore the city’s architectural gems and historic landmarks. You will learn how a small group of society ladies saved the Davenport House from the wrecking ball, and continually preserve the largest historical district in the U.S.  As you make your way through the squares and pass by historical homes, you may indeed find proof that Savannah is America’s most haunted city. Your guide will fill you in with all the stories of hauntings in this historical area.  Don’t be surprised if you start sneezing from your allergies from a cat that isn’t there!
Mrs. Wilkes Boarding House a Savannah tradition starting in 1943.  Today, Mrs. Wilkes Boarding House is operated by her great-grandson, Ryon and his family.  This is a must stop when visiting Savannah.  The restaurant offers Family Style-Southern Cuisine.  Homemade buttermilk biscuits, crispy fried chicken, squash casserole, butterbeans, mashed potatoes which are just a few of the many items your group can expect to see on the table.  No alcohol is served at Mrs. Wilkes Boarding House.  Beverages include sweet and unsweeted tea, water and soda.

Historical Dining Experience at Old Fort Jackson

Fort James Jackson hosts a unique dining experience in a spectacular historic setting.  As you enter the fort, soldiers stand at attention to greet you.  Once you step across the threshold of the drawbridge, you will begin to gain a sense of another period in America’s history.  You will feel like you have just stepped back in time to the American Civil War. In fact, you will be standing on a site that has been in use since the 1740’s.  In honor of your visit, the fort’s garrison will man the guns in a most impressive cannon firing demonstration.  A soldier will narrate the history of Fort Jackson and explain its importance in the defense of the Queen city through three of America’s greatest conflicts.  Before dinner, you can explore the fort and see some of the many artifacts which tell the story of this magnificent piece of American architecture.  After dinner, and as the sun begins to set, you can climb the stairs to the parapet and stand among the cannons as you witness one of the most spectacular sunsets in all of Savannah.

Historic Square & Park Tour

The City of Savannah has a grand history as The Forest City.  As early as 1891, trees were planted in an organized manner along streets and boulevards, and in parks and squares.  In 1896, the Park & Tree Commission was established to assure the orderly forestation and beautification of the entire City.  As a group, you will board open air trolleys and make your way around some of the city’s 22 original squares.  Your educational experience will begin in one of three locations; Madison/Monterey Square, the North section of Forsyth Park, or the South section of Forsyth Park.  Here you will be guided by the professionals in the City of Savannah’s Park and Tree Division.  They will speak on topics such as the monument conservation program, maintenance of the Savannah squares including management of the thick tree canopy and methods of overseeding and fertilization.  You will learn of the complex soil in this coastal region, the growth of Spanish moss, and management of maintaining turf in a park that is often used for outdoor concerts, large events and athletic sports.  As the group moves from location to location, the tour guides will fill you in on some of Savannah’s interesting facts and history in the surrounding area.  You will be given an opportunity to ask questions at each location.  All groups will meet at the fountain in Forsyth Park for a group photo at the end of the tour before returning on the Trolley’s to the Hyatt.
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
